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PALESTINIAN DETAINEE'S HEALTH AT RISK
Palestinian woman Hana Shalabi has been on hunger strike since 16 February 2012 in protest against her detention without charge or trial by the Israeli authorities. They have not yet responded to her lawyer's request to transfer her to a hospital for medical treatment, even though she is said to be increasingly weak. 
Israeli soldiers arrested Hana Shalabi at her home in the village of Burqin north of the occupied West Bank on 16 February 2012. She was taken to Salem detention centre for interrogation and then transferred to Hasharon detention centre in northern Israel the next day. On 23 February, she was given an administrative detention order, signed by a military commander, stating that she would be detained for six months. A military judge reviewed the administrative detention order on 29 February but did not announce a decision. The judge is expected to either confirm the administrative detention order or reduce the number of months for which Hana Shalabi will be held.
According to her lawyer, 30-year-old Hana Shalabi went on hunger strike on 16 February, the same day she was arrested, to protest against what she considered to be arbitrary arrest and ill-treatment by the Israeli authorities. Hana Shalabi is said to be becoming increasingly weak but to be in good spirits. The lawyer filed a request to the Israeli Prison Service (IPS) to transfer Hana Shalabi to the Ramleh prison hospital where she could receive medical treatment, and to allow the medical NGO Physicians for Human Rights-Israel access to Hana. The IPS has not responded to the request. 
According to her lawyer and prisoners’ rights organization Addameer, Hana Shalabi has been kept in solitary confinement for most of the time from 16 February until 27 February, when the Israeli Prison Services (IPS) transferred her to a cell with other detainees. Hana Shalabi’s family have not been allowed to visit her since she was arrested. They are currently waiting for permission to do so from the Israeli authorities.   
ACHTERGRONDINFORMATIE
Hana Shalabi is from Burqin village near the city of Jenin in the occupied West Bank. According to her family, she had plans to study nursing at Al-Rawda College in Nablus prior to her recent arrest. She was previously arrested by the Israeli authorities on 14 September 2009 and spent 25 months in administrative detention without charge or trial. 
Hana Shalabi was released on 18 October 2011 in the Israel-Hamas prisoner swap which saw the phased release of 1,083 Palestinian prisoners and detainees in exchange for Israeli soldier Gilad Shalit, a few days before her administrative detention order was to expire. She had not been charged with any crime. 
Hana Shalabi was arrested again on 16 February 2012 and placed under administrative detention. According to her lawyer, the Israeli military authorities allege that Hana Shalabi is involved in activities that pose a security threat to Israel. She is held on the basis of “secret evidence” which the Israeli military authorities claim cannot be revealed for security reasons. Hence the “secret evidence” on which the military authorities base their decision to issue an administrative detention order is not made available to detainees or their lawyers, and detainees cannot challenge the reasons for their detention. There are no criminal charges filed against Hana Shalabi and no real prospect of trial. 
Under administrative detention, detainees' rights, as guaranteed by Article 9 and Article 14 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR), to which Israel is a state party, including their right to be informed promptly and fully of the reasons for their detention, to be presumed innocent, to examine and have examined the witnesses against them, and to be tried in public, are consistently flouted. In many cases, the first, if not the only, opportunity detainees have to find out why they are detained is at an appeal hearing which they have to initiate themselves. It takes place several weeks, sometimes months, after arrest. The evidence against the detainee is heard in secret, without either the defendant or his or her lawyer being allowed to know what that evidence is and to challenge it.
Amnesty International is reiterating its long-standing call for an end to the practice of administrative detention. All administrative detainees held on account of their non-violent political opinions or activities should be released immediately and unconditionally, and others should be released unless they are to be charged with an internationally recognizable criminal offence and promptly tried in accordance with internationally accepted standards for fair trial.
According to the Israeli Prison Service, there were 309 Palestinians held in administrative detention on 30 January 2012, but this number may have since increased. There are currently 21 Palestinian Legislative Council members in administrative detention. One man has been held in administrative detention for five years.

* Calling on the Israeli authorities to immediately release Hana Shalabi and other Palestinians held in administrative detention, unless they are promptly charged with internationally recognizable criminal offences and brought to trial in full conformity with international fair trial standards;
* Call on the Israeli authorities to allow her regular access to her lawyers, doctors and family.
